New Floor Coverings Information Bulletin

concrete slabs with moisture sensitive flooring materials. To provide guidance 
to designers, specifiers and contractors, CCANZ has developed IB91 Applying 
Moisture-sensitive Floor Coverings and Adhesives to Concrete Slabs. 
The IB outlines how moisture in concrete slabs can cause problems to      
moisture-sensitive floor coverings and adhesives.  The IB also stresses the 
importance of understanding the sources of moisture in a concrete slab, the 
correct design of slabs, the Building Code and Specification requirements, and 
the measurement and testing methods.
